It is believed that Sic Bo originated in the Port of 
Shanghai many hundreds of years ago. It has since 
become a fi rm favourite of modern casinos around 
the world. The brightly coloured layout shows all the 
possible combinations of the three dice after they have 
been shaken in a special tumbler.

The dice are tumbled and the layout lights begin to 
fl ash and you may now place your bets on whichever 
number(s) or combination(s) you think will show 
face up on the dice. The dealer shall call ‘no more 
bets’, lift the tumbler lid and illuminate the winning 
combinations. You win at the odds shown on the 
layout. Now isn’t that easy!

House margins for each type of bet vary from 2.8% 
(big, small or combinations of two dice) to 16.2% for a 
specifi c triple. Sic Bo is a game of chance so there are 
no betting strategies to reduce these margins.
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
